The Campaign to End Family Homelessness  
 

 Trinity Lutheran Church hosted the kick off campaign event for the Interfaith 

Coalition to End Family Homelessness (ICEFH) on Wednesday, Apr. 14.  This 

was attended by Pastor Barry and Karen Allen.  Following dinner, there was a 

guest speaker, Sister Margaret Leonard, who is the Executive Director of Project 

Hope located in the Dorchester/Roxbury neighborhoods.  She is a catalyst in 

forging strategic alliances, partnerships and collaboration at local, city and state 

levels that create a continuum of care and support for low income families 

moving from crisis to stability. 

  
The Campaign to End Family Homelessness is an interfaith initiative to bring 

change by responding to early warning signs of those at risk of homelessness 

including in  engaging in homeless prevention, promoting work and employment 

opportunities, providing permanent housing and participating in public 

advocacy.  Rev. Bob Bachelder, Chair of the ICEFH and President of the 

Worcester Area Mission Society said "the Central MA faith community has a 

strong history of action on behalf of homeless individuals and families.  The 

ICEFH is well positioned to be an organizing vehicle for the project.  Our 

campaign is a great opportunity to build a coalition that is diverse 

geographically, denominationally and racially to join together to end family 

homelessness".  The coalition stakeholders leading the mission with the Rev. 

Bachelder are the Central Massachusetts Housing Alliance (CMHA), the 

Community Loan Fund of the Worcester Community Housing Resources, the 

Interfaith Hospitality Network (IHN), Hope for Housing (HfH) and Matthew 25.  

Greendale Peoples Church is an active participant in CMHA through support of 

their walk on May 16, IHN when their families are housed at Zion Lutheran for 

two weeks every year and HfH with the sales of grocery gift cards.   

  
The efforts of the coalition have been supported by a grant from the Episcopal 

City Mission, One Family and the Paul and Phyllis Firemen Charitable 

Foundation to strengthen the work of the Interfaith Coalition and to integrate 

those efforts into the Central Mass regional Network to end Homelessness that 

plans to transform the homeless system to one that is housing based from one 

that has relied on emergency shelter.  The local and state plans to end 

homelessness are to address the root causes of homelessness through action and 

advocacy and to work collaboratively with all state and local stakeholders from 

all walks of the community to best address the needs and vision of the region in 

combating homelessness in our community.
